CLUEBE MEMEBERSHIPS

2026 Club Registration requires a 2-step process for EVUSA Recognized Clubs due to compliance
changes required for EVUSA to remain an affiliate of USEF.

Step 1 remains the same as previous years: Purchase or Renew a Club Membership through the EVUSA
Membership Registration. This can be found at Equestrian Vaulting: sign-in; renew/purchase EVUSA
membership; go to 3rd page “Club”.

Step 2 Is required only for EVUSA Recognized Clubs and requires the Club Compliance Officer to
complete the Recognized Club Agreement. A Recognized EVUSA Club registration will not be
considered complete until both steps are completed. (Questions should be directed to

Registration fee is $75. If registration and payment is received during Early Registration,
September 1 through January 1st, the registration fee is discounted to $65.
